The SPF insulation installed on these
buildings will provide substantial energy
savings over the life of the roofs.
However, the environmental benefits
began even before the roof systems

were installed.
Before

Approximately 15,000 square feet
of insulation on Midpark High was
manufactured from soy-based polyol
in lieu of petroleum-based polyol.

Berea High School

Approximately 25% of the standard
polyol used in the manufacturing of the
insulation was recycled or renewable.
Geo-thermal energy was used in the
production of the polyol blend for

the insulation. Also, all of the drums
containing the polyol insulation
materials were purchased recycled

and further reused for new

roofing products.

In addition to providing sustainable

environmental benefits, this project

also contributed to the sustainability

of the community.
