


Single-Ply Systems

Ballasted Single-Ply
Tapered H-Shield CG panels are loosely laid on the roof deck. Butt 
the edges of the insulation panels and stagger the joints. Install the roof 
covering according to the manufacturer’s specifications.

Mechanically Attached Single-Ply Systems
Tapered H-Shield CG must be secured to the roof deck (appropriate to 
the deck type) with fasteners and plates. Butt the edges of the insulation 
panels and stagger the joints. Install the roof covering according to the 
manufacturer’s specification.

Fully Adhered Single-Ply
Tapered H-Shield CG may be secured to the roof deck (appropriate to 
the deck type) using fasteners and plates, hot asphalt, a Hunter approved 
insulation adhesive or cold applied mastic. Butt the edges of the insulation 
panels and stagger the joints.  Install the roof covering according to the 
manufacturer’s specification. Approved adhesives include, but are not 
limited to the following:

Built Up, Coal Tar And Modified Bitumen Systems

Tapered H-Shield CG may be secured to the roof deck (appropriate to 
the roof deck type) using fasteners and plates, hot asphalt, a Hunter 
approved insulation adhesive or a cold applied mastic. Butt the edges 
and stagger the joints of the insulation panels. Install the roof covering 
according to the manufacturer’s specifications.
